Chief Witham believes that this is currently a hazard and recommends addressing the
safety issue by installing warning signs in the north downtown alley driveway

City Attorney — Stout reported he has obtained and settled for the public easement of Ray
Short’s properties in the amount of $10,500. Otis continues to work on three outstanding
easements.
