       8. Staff Reports 18 
 City Administrator – Wiederhold addressed the public comments regarding trash cans being hit 19 

on Field Road by the city’s snowplow truck, and the comment regarding Wiederhold living at 20 

City Hall.  Wiederhold will solicit bids for various Rogers Lodge repairs.  Additionally, 21 

Wiederhold contacted the MDOT representative regarding the road work completed on M57 and 22 

the associated warranty language. MDOT representative Ponce Esparza will look into and get 23 

back to Eric after he reviews the language. 24 

City Attorney – reported that last Friday’s court date was good. Oakbrook Apartments was 25 

ordered to stripe and comply with the zoning ordinance design for their parking lot. 26 

 Chief of Police – reported that he will include the MCOLES (Michigan Council of Law 27 

Enforcement Standards) information and tracking network report in his packet. 28 

Treasurer – Dowell reported that there has been an issue with the shut-off notices being mailed 29 

in a timely manner. Many residents did not receive and are upset, even though the city sent out 30 

and they are postmarked the 26
th

 of January.  31 

City Engineer- Oparka reported that Lou Fleury has left ROWE Engineering and will not be 32 

present to address the SAW grant.  Dean will give the SAW grant report at the next regular 33 

Commission meeting. 34 

DPS Superintendent- absent 35 

Clerk – Kingston reported that she attended a county-wide accredited election training class in 36 

Mundy Township with Tracy and received materials to run a county mock election, which went 37 

well. Actual transmission for all municipalities reported within an eight-minute time frame using 38 

their new modems.
